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Sex, Crimes, and Videotapes in Tokyo

Greetings to all RBA Members, past and present!  We had an excellent turnout for our September meeting. For those of you who missed it, you missed a lively and often humorous discussion of the bizarre, and ambiguous, patchwork of laws that regulate the “adult entertainment” industry in Tokyo. Our guest speaker was Mr. Jake Adelstein, crime beat reporter assigned to cover vice for the Yomiuri Shimbun. Many of you may remember Jake from our April meeting where he provided commentary on the criminal case against Nick Baker, the British citizen who is currently serving a 14-year sentence in a Japanese prison for drug smuggling. 
Jake’s acerbic wit and unique perspective on the Japanese criminal justice system provided the attendees at last month’s meeting with the opportunity to view Japanese society as reflected in the way it regulates sexual behavior We were fortunate to have Jake share his personal views on these issues with the members and friends of the RBA.

As a reporter assigned to the Metropolitan Police Press Club, Jake’s work brings him into contact with the inner workings of the adult entertainment industry on a daily basis. Moreover, Jake has many years of experience as a crime beat reporter, which allows him to offer interesting commentary on his experiences. After graduating from Sophia University, Jake was hired by the Yomiuri Shimbun and was the first American to work as a staff reporter for a national Japanese newspaper in the Japanese language. He was first assigned to Saitama, where he spent several years principally covering organized crime, theft, and security issues. In 1999, he was assigned to cover the fourth police district in Tokyo, which includes the famous red-light district Kabukicho. From August of last year, he has been assigned to the Metropolitan Police Press Club and currently covers vice, drugs, guns, and human trafficking issues.

Although sometimes graphic in his descriptions, Jake provided a fascinating perspective on the view of sex in Japanese society. Among the many issues discussed in the meeting, Jake described the uniquely Japanese definition of “prostitution”, and which activities would violate the law and which would not. 
He also discussed the trends that are gaining popularity in the sex industry, such as married housewives who engage in prostitution, as a “part-time job” and the ways they are recruited into such work. Finally, Jake offered his thoughts on pornography and the themes portrayed therein. After his presentation, Jake graciously answered a number of questions from curious participants.
